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Special Census Jobs in Huntley

This summer, the U.S. Census Bureau will conduct a Special Census in Huntley, and the Village is
seeking to hire 50 local residents to work as census takers. Census takers visit households and collect
a few facts about each member such as name, age, and relationship to the householder. Census takers
in Huntley are paid hourly, plus mileage and paid training. The pay rate information is as follows:
Enumerators- $13.75/hour, Crew Leaders - $15.75/hour, and Clerical Staff - $10.50/hour.

To be considered for temporary census employment, review the job description fact sheet to
determine if you meet basic eligibility requirements. The job description fact sheet and job
application can be viewed online by clicking on "employment"; at www.census.gov/SpecialCensus.
Paper copies of both documents can also be picked up at the Huntley Municipal Complex. After
completing the application, potential candidates are required to submit their contact information to

You will be contacted just prior to the Special Census to drop off your completed application and to
take a job-related test to further determine suitability for census employment. The job description
fact sheet also includes information about identification documents you need to bring to the testing
session. If selected, you will be invited to attend a training class and then given a work assignment
that lasts approximately 3 to 5 weeks.
